H.E. Ahmad bin Abdullah bin Zaid Al Mahmoud
Deputy Prime Minister and State Minister for Cabinet Affairs, Qatar, 
Excellences, Distinguished delegates
Ladies and Gentlemen.
Mr. Chairman,
On behalf of the delegation of Malaysia, I wish to congratulate the State of Qatar, the Government of the Republic of Sudan and the Darfur Regional Authority (DRA) for the successful convening of this International Donors Conference for Reconstruction and Development in Darfur. I would also like to congratulate the Government of Qatar for their leadership and perseverance in mapping out durable peace for Darfur and for the excellent preparation of the conference. 
2.	Malaysia joins other delegations in working together to promote, create and bringing peace, stability and prosperity to Darfur. In translating the plans into reality, the re-construction and re-development of Darfur as presented to us over the last 2 days, human capital development that emphasises on the development of knowledge, skills and intellectual capital, as well as to promote a work culture and mind-set that is creative, innovative and progressive, imbues with strong moral and ethical values for Darfuris is one significant and critical area that requires focus. In this context, Malaysia firmly believes that the human capital development is an important catalyst for Darfur’s development and prosperity. 
3.	In this regard, Malaysia will continue to provide and offer Dafuris to be trained under the Malaysian Technical Cooperation Programme (MTCP). The existing training program could be further expanded, tailored and specifically designed to cater to the needs of Darfur’s Regional Authority. 
4.	I would also reiterate Malaysia’s desire to continue its strong commitment in providing humanitarian assistance to Darfur under the flagship of Malaysian NGOs such as MERCY Malaysia which has established its medical camp in El-Geneina in West Darfur since 2004.  The Mission delivered medical and humanitarian relief assistance where the team provides primary health care, outpatient care and relevant humanitarian aid to the El-Geneina hospital that provides medical care to the people living in the surrounding areas. 
5.	Malaysia is committed to its efforts in promoting peace and stability which are the fundamental requirements for economic prosperity. Hence, the 25 Royal Malaysian Police and 21 military observers will continue its presence in Darfur to assist peace keeping under the African Union – United Nations Mission in Darfur i.e. under UNAMID’s flag. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]6.	Malaysia recognises the important role played by the Sudanese Government and all other concerned parties in ensuring that the peace process stays on track. In this regard, allow me to take this opportunity to reiterate our strong support to the efforts by the Committee on Follow-up that is identifying and engaging all armed groups that had not signed the 2011 Doha Document for Peace in Darfur and encourage them to do so urgently. I would also congratulate the successful signing of the agreement between the Justice and Equality Movement (JEM) and the Government of Sudan two days ago here in Doha.
Excellences, Ladies and Gentlemen,
7.	We have already established the fact that there is an urgent need for the international community to put their full weight together and commit to working seriously towards peace and resolve the long-standing conflict in Darfur. The international community need to support and encourage the efforts and capitalises towards enhancing humanitarian missions particularly to ensure that the aid provided reach the millions of people in Darfur who are in need.
8.	After 10 years of sufferings, let us work together to inspire and realise the hopes for a better future for the Dafuris and send a strong signal that they are not alone nor forgotten in facing this difficult moment.
